We are including a sample SafeGrad Pledge so that you, the grad committee, can enjoy your night and reduce problems. This pledge can be printed on a separate sheet of paper and inserted into the invitation or printed on the back of the invitation.  The graduate is asked to sign the pledge as an assurance that they will act responsibly on the night of the grad/prom and not ruin it for others.

Will this solve all your problems? No, but it will go a long way to getting there. Below is a sample pledge.
